ABSTRACT: 

The project aims to carry out chemo-profiling analyses of coloured fibres found on millstones from levels of the Upper 

Paleolithic, from the site of Dzudzuana and the nearby excavations of Ortvala klde and Bondi cave, in order to 

determine potential plants used as natural dyes from 35,000 years ago. For this purpose they will be used micro- and
