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Drones have taken the world by storm. In the 
past 10 years, they have become one of the 
fastest growing sectors in robotics and in some 
countries are even available on the shelves of 
a neighborhood supermarket. And yet, today’s 
commercial drones cannot yet compete with 
insects and birds in terms of mechanical 
resilience, agility and endurance, adaptability, 
and cooperation. In this talk I will describe 
research addressing these challenges that take 
inspiration from insects and birds.
