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Double and Joint Degrees

Double and joint degrees are educational
programmes that provide an integrated study

ADMISSION TO BACHELOR’S DEGREE PROGRAMMES

ENTRANCE QUALIFICATIONS

In order to enrol in any undergraduate degree
programme, you must have at least 12 years

of compulsory education and your educational
history needs to be pre-evaluated by Ca’ Foscari
in order to confirm that it grants admission to an
undergraduate study programme in Italy.

ADMISSION

Some undergraduate programmes have limited
enrolment (accesso programmato) whereas others
do not (accesso libero).

If you apply for a programme without an admission
cap, you can enrol directly, and then, if necessary,
satisfy any Additional Learning Requirements
established by your pre-evaluation.

If you apply for a programme with limited
enrolment, you must be ranked through a pre-
enrolment selection process. Depending on your
citizenship and country of residence, this involves
taking an entry test.

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ADDITIONAL LEARNING
REQUIREMENTS

Ca' Foscari's pre-evaluation process makes sure
that you will be properly prepared to carry out
your university studies. If you are missing some of
your programme’s entry requirements, you will be
asked to fulfil Additional Learning Requirements
(obblighi formativi aggiuntivi, or OFA) by taking the
appropriate remedial courses. OFAs have no impact
on the number of credits that you are required to
obtain during your studies or on your grade point
average — they are pass/fail only.

LANGUAGE REQUIREMENTS

Most of Ca' Foscari's undergraduate programmes
taught in English require you to have a certified
minimum B2-level of knowledge (as defined by the
Common European Framework of Reference for
Languages, or CEFR) of the language of instruction.
When language certification is required, you are
exempt from this requirement if you are a native
speaker or carried out your high school studies
entirely in English.

If you are interested in an Italian-taught
programme, you should possess a minimum
B2-level knowledge of Italian. If you are not an

EU citizen and you reside outside Italy, you must
demonstrate your level in Italian either by obtaining
one of the certificates recognised by the Italian
Ministry of Universities and Research (MUR) or

by taking the Italian language test that Ca' Foscari
arranges in Venice shortly before the beginning of
the academic year.

PROGRAMMES

ENTRANCE QUALIFICATIONS

In order to enrol in a master’s degree programme,
you must have successfully completed an
undergraduate degree involving at least three
years of university study. If you obtained your
degree outside Italy — whether you are Italian, an
EU citizen or a non-EU citizen — you must undergo
an online pre-evaluation of your credentials to
confirm that you are eligible for admission to your
chosen programme of study.

LANGUAGE REQUIREMENTS

Most master’s programmes require you to have
a certified minimum B2-level of knowledge (as
defined by the Common European Framework
of Reference for Languages, or CEFR) of the
language of instruction, although there are some
exemptions.

Italian-taught programmes require a minimum
B2-level knowledge of Italian and sometimes
require a certified knowledge of English. If you
are not an EU citizen and you reside outside
Italy, you must obtain one of the Italian language
certificates recognised by the Italian Ministry

of Universities and Research (MUR) or take an
Italian language test in Venice shortly before the
beginning of the academic year. You can find
more information about language requirements
on the specific web page of the programme that
interests you.

ADMISSION

In order to ensure that you are prepared for
graduate studies, a Teaching Committee

must assess your educational background

and personal experience by evaluating your
undergraduate transcript of records and your
curriculum vitae. To provide these documents,
you simply upload them to Ca’ Foscari's online
application platform at apply.unive.it. If the
Teaching Committee’s assessment is positive,
applicants to programmes without an admission
cap can proceed directly with the enrolment
process while those applying to a programme
with limited enrolment must take partin a pre-
enrolment selection process by taking an entry
test.

ECONOMICS, FINANCE AND SUSTAINABILITY

Language of instruction:

This programme equips you to deal confidently
with the principal economic and financial issues
thanks to the solid theoretical, quantitative and
legal preparation it provides. Three curricula are
available, all taught entirely in English.

The Economics-QEM curriculum focuses on the
in-depth study of two areas: economic issues in
both the microeconomic and macroeconomic
contexts; and quantitative methods for the
theoretical and empirical analysis of these
issues. If you choose this module, there is the
opportunity to apply to participate in the Erasmus
Mundus programme (QEM).

The Quantitative Finance and Risk Management
curriculum provides you with specialist
knowledge in a wide range of areas, including:
financial markets; the main areas of management
of financial intermediaries (credit, finance,
treasury, securities, organisation, planning

and control); the management of financial
investments; the measurement and management
of financial risk; financial advice and insurance;
supplementary pension schemes and the
management of pension funds; the organisation
of the internal processes; and the administrative
management of banks and financial
intermediaries in general.

To help you
achieve these goals, this programme offers three
innovative paths in the fields of modern physics and
engineering and the science of complex systems. All
three paths are pioneering, offering an educational
experience not yet available elsewhere, and they are
designed to shape the next generation of academics
and professionals capable of tackling the challenges
of the twenty-first century.

The Quantum Materials and Technology path

trains you to be an expert in the fields of modern
physics, computer science, electronics and
telecommunication systems, preparing you for a
career at a high-tech company or research institute.
The Physics of Finance and Economics path

is offered in collaboration with Ca’ Foscari's
Department of Economics. It will make you an expert
with a strong physics background who knows how
to apply and leverage this background in the fields of
sustainable finance and economics.

The Quantitative Biology path helps you develop
advanced skills in bioinformatics, computational
biomolecular design, biomolecular engineering,
neuroimaging and bioelectronics. It also offers
access to a special subordinate path dedicated

to the Physics of the Brain, which is carried out

in collaboration with the International School for
Advanced Studies in Trieste (Scuola Internazionale
Superiore di Studi Avanzati, or SISSA). In this case,
you learn to apply your training in physics to the
study of the human brain by gaining expertise in the

This programme explores the role that the
humanities are required to play in order to have

a positive impact on our ability to tackle the

global challenge of climate change and foster
greater ecological awareness. The Environmental
Humanities are an essential area of research capable
of creating a fruitful dialogue between the natural
sciences, the social sciences and humanistic culture
in all its forms, and their aim is to equip you and the
other leaders of tomorrow with the ability to imagine,
discuss and educate others regarding a sustainable
future for the Earth’s ecosystem.

To achieve this, the programme’s course of study
focuses on the careful analysis of local and global
socio-cultural dynamics through the application of a
multidisciplinary approach that seeks to overcome
the traditional dichotomy between answers

to environmental problems that emerge from
disciplines related to “nature” and those that emerge
from considerations of “culture”

In an era that is ever more characterised by complex
multi-ethnic societies and migratory phenomena
caused by climate change, the programme course
addresses environmental issues from a global

and intercultural perspective in order to enhance
the relationship models between humans, non-
human species and the biosphere that are typical

of different societies, also from a historical point of
view.

The history and location of Venice makes Ca'’ Foscari
a particularly special place for the development of
Environmental Humanities. A historic crossroads

of civilisations yet also a famously fragile city
affected by global tourism and climate change,
Venice facilitates and encourages critical reflection
and creative responses. The course therefore

also explores the context of the Venetian lagoon’s

ecosystem and the interaction with the city’s cultural
and artistic scene, under the guidance of professors,
external professionals and environmental scientists.

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The doctoral degree (PhD) is the highest
university qualification that a student can

obtain. In Europe it generally lasts three years
and involves on-campus study under close
supervision as well as professional training and
e-learning activities. A doctoral degree is awarded
to a candidate who has submitted a thesis or
dissertation that is the culmination of extensive
original research in the candidate’s chosen field.

ADMISSION REQUIREMENTS
